1. helmet (Ephesians 6:17)

 the hope of salvation

 protecting our mind (thoughts)

2. breastplate (Ephesians 6:14)

 righteousness of Christ

 protecting our heart from sin around us

 always having a clear conscience before God and men



3. belt (Ephesians 6:14)

 the truth of God

 what holds everything together

4. boots (Ephesians 6:15)

 preparation of the gospel of peace

 always ready to speak of our hope (I Peter 3:15)

 when I feel like it and when I don’t (II Timothy 4:2)



5. sword (Ephesians 6:17)

 the Word of God

 our only weapon of attack

 our sword’s edge is made dull when we are captivated 
by affairs of the world – sports, entertainment, politics

6. shield (Ephesians 6:16)

 faith

 the Devil’s favorite missile: “God doesn’t love you”
